Fall 2014 PHS Online Elective Lab Syllabus

Welcome to the Fall 2014 semester.  The PHS Online Elective Lab is designed as an opportunity for you to complete elective credits toward your graduation.  In the PHS Online Elective Lab you will be held to a high level of expectations.  The PHS Online Elective Lab is a working environment where you are expected to progress daily toward completion of your classes.

PHS Online Elective Lab Grading

Your grade in the PHS Online Elective Lab will be based on four components.  They are: 

Lessons-                             30%

Notebook-                          10%

Additional Assignments   40% 

Final Exam-                      20%

A+ Lessons:

The  A+ lessons are what you complete on the computer.  You will have lessons for each class.  The lessons are like chapters from a text book.  You read the text and then you are quizzed on it.   

Notebook:

Each student will be required to have a spiral notebook for each class that they take.  The notebook will stay in the lab in a designated area and be retrieved each day for class.  
Additional Assignments:
These will be essays given for each class.  You will be required to complete a total of four additional essays for each class.  The essays will include visiting world heritage and national art museum websites. Each additional assignment is worth 10%. 
Final Exam:

The final exam will be done in the lab during finals time.  You will be allowed to have three 4x6 or five 3x5 note cards or one sheet of paper for the final exam.  You will not be allowed to use your entire notebook.  You must transfer your notes to the note cards or the one sheet of paper.  
Extra Credit:

There will be extra credit available for each class.  Extra credit can only be done when lessons are up to date and all other assignments have been turned in on time.

PHS Online Lab Protocols

1. When you first arrive at the lab get your notebook.  Your notebook will be in a designated area for your hour.

2.  Log in to A+ on your computer and begin working on your lessons.

3.  On certain days there will be other activities that you will do besides work on your lessons.  When you arrive to class instructions will be given. 
PHS Online Lab Policy

1.  Electronic devices are not allowed in lab.  The PHS policy for personal electronic devices is strictly enforced.  
2.  Respect yourself and others in the class.  Students will be working on a variety of classes at their own pace.  Respecting yourself and others by not causing disruptions is imperative.  Disruptions will be handled by removal from the lab.

3.  You need to clean up your computer station at the end of the hour.  Any trash must be cleaned up and your chair must be pushed in.  There is limited room in the learning lab and students must accommodate each other.  You will not be allowed to leave until your area is cleaned up. 

4.  Alteration of any computer setting is a violation of PHS acceptable use policy.  Any alteration of the computer settings or inappropriate use of the computer will result in an automatic referral to the front office. 

5.  Food and drink are not allowed in the A+ Lab.

A+ Connector
A+ Connector is a tool for students and parent to use to help manage your progress with the A+ program.  A+ Connector allows you to view your progress and grades for you’re A+ Lessons.  (Only your grades for A+ Lessons are on A+ Connector.  Grades for Additional Assignments will be available with your teacher).
Mandatory Tutoring

Students must stay on task in the PHS Online Elective Lab to ensure success.  Classes are nine weeks long and go by quickly.  If a student falls more than one week behind or fails to turn in one Additional Assignment on time they will be assigned to mandatory tutoring in the PHS Online elective lab.  
Deficiency Notice
Periodically parents of students who are not passing the current class will be notified.
PowerSchool

Your grade for you classes will not show up on PowerSchool until the end of the semester.  You will know your grade after each class.  However, those grades will NOT show up on PowerSchool until the end of the semester.

Late Work

Work turned in late will lose 10% of its value for each day it is late.  By the third late day it will no longer be accepted.  If you are absent the day an assignment is due you must turn in the assignment one day after your return.  If you are absent longer than three days in a row you need to speak with the teacher.
Tardy Policy

If you are tardy three times you will receive one hour after school detention.
